
FAMILY GROUP RECORD OF 

THOMAS PORTER AND ANNE MILWOORTHE 

 

Thomas Porter was born in about 1565 of Nottingham, Nottinghamshire, England. He married Anne 

Milwoorthe 12 November 1589 in St. Nicholas parish, Nottingham. 

 

 
 

Marriage record for Thomas Porter and Anne Milwoorthe in St Nicholas Nottingham: 

"Thomas Porter was maried to Anne Milwoorthe xijth of November" 

 

Anne died and was buried 13 October 1604 in St. Mary parish, Nottingham. 

 

 
 

Burial record for Anne Porter in St Mary, Nottingham: 

"The xiij day Anne the wyfe of Thomas Porter buryed" 

 

Thomas must have married again, as he had an additional child mentioned in the parish register in 1609. 

The second wife's name is not known. 

 

Thomas and Anne had the following children: 

 

1. Nicholas, christened 16 August 1590 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

2. Anne, christened 22 April 1593 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

3. William, christened 8 October 1595 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

4. Raphe, christened 10 July 1598 in St Mary, Nottingham. Raphe and Elyzabeth may be twins, as they 

were christened the same day. 

 

*5. Elyzabeth, christened 10 July 1598 in St Mary, Nottingham; married Edward Beeston 2 February 

1627 in St. Mary, Nottingham. 

 



 
 

Baptism record for Elyzabeth Porter in St Mary Nottingham:"The xth day Raphe and Elyzabeth the 

ssonne and dawghter of Thomas Porter baptized" 

 

6. Issabell, christened 18 February 1599 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

7. Thomas, christened 13 May 1601 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

8. Georg, christened 23 May 1604 in St Mary, Nottingham. 

 

Thomas and his second wife had the following children: 

 

9. (Female), "infant daughter of Thomas Porter", buried 4 November 1609 in St Mary, Nottingham.
