THE FAMILY OF AARON AND REBECCA KORNFELD 

Aaron Kornfeld was born February 1840 in Austria. He married Rebecca in 1874. Rebecca was born 

February 1850 in Austria. They immigrated to America in 1883.

An application for a passport by Charles Kornfeld may provide clues to the Kornfeld’s origins in Austria. 

 

In 1922, Charles applied for a passport, and listed his father as Aaron Isaac Kornfeld, born in Brody, 

Austria. Brody was one of the oldest and best-known Jewish communities in Galicia, Austria. This may be 

the homeland of the Kornfelds.
